Additionally, soils are very
saturated, so urban and small
stream flooding is possible tonight
into early Saturday morning,
However, it is unlikely to be as
widespread or severe as the last
storm Tuesday Night.
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Moderate to Major River Flooding

Event Summary

/ Flooding: Passaic and Raritan Rivers experiencing moderate to major\
flooding. These will remain in flood stage into the weekend. Between 0.5 to
1.5 inches of new rain tonight will exacerbate preexisting flooding and may
lead to new flooding of smaller streams and creeks across northern New
Jersey, southeast Pennsylvania, and the 1-95 urban corridor.

v' Coastal Flooding: MINOR to MODERATE coastal flooding forecast
beginning as early as the high tides tonight and continuing through Saturday.
MAJOR coastal flooding now forecast at Burlington and the upper portion of
the tidal Delaware River.

v' Strong/Damaging Winds: Southeast to south winds gusting 45-55 mph
across the coastal plain up to the [1-95 corridor and 50-60 mph for coastal
areas. Wind gusts of 40-50 mph northwest of 1-95. West to southwest winds
with gusts of 40 to 50 mph continue on Saturday area wide.

v' Marine: Gale to storm force wind gusts are expected tonight, and then Gale
force winds are likely Saturday through at least Saturday night. Dangerous
seas will build to 8 to 12 feet tonight and Saturday.
